HCC’S CRIMINAL JUSTICE INSTITUTE HOSTS
“INSIDE THE MIND OF A TEENAGE KILLER”

On June 5™, the Criminal Justice Institute here at the Ybor Campus hosted the seminar "Inside the Mind of
a Teen Killer" for the local law enforcement community. It was presented by Phil Chalmers who has been
studying youth culture and juvenile homicide for over twenty years. His dynamic presentation covered the
history of teen murder, the various types of killers involved, why teens kill, plus the warning signs and what to
look for. Mr. Chalmers has interviewed numerous criminal personalities including Charles Manson, David "Son
of Sam" Berkowitz, school shooter Luke Woodham, and Ken "Hillside Strangler” Bianchi. This seminar also
covered well known school shootings in Springfield, Oregon; Paducah, Kentucky; Pearl, Mississippi; Littleton,
Colorado and Winnenden, Germany. Mr. Chalmers has been seen on various media outlets such as the Montel
Williams Show and the Howard Stern Show. The details and Information Phil shared with our local law
enforcement officers was amazing and one of the most powerful presentations we have hosted in a long time!

Exhibit at HCC Ybor Gallery

The Ybor Campus Art Gallery recently hosted a collaborative exhibit with Academy Prep Center of Tampa that
ran June 17-25.

Sixth, seventh and eighth grade students ages 11-14 from Art Instructor Annie Knapp’s classes and from Sarah
Panzica’s Photography 101 class displayed over 30 artworks from photographs to masks created during this
school year. An Opening Reception with the student artists was held Wednesday, June 17 from 2:30-4:00pm
with students, faculty, staff, friends and family from both schools in attendance.

Ms. Knapp’s art classes chose specific projects to work on throughout the year. In the 6th grade class each
student was given an artist to research. They wrote a biography about their artist and then replicated one of the
artist’s pieces. In Knapp’s 7th grade class students learned about artist Andy Warhol. They chose an image from
pop art culture today, drew it and copied it six times. Self portraits and masks were the focus of Knapp’s 8th
grade class. They spent time drawing human anatomy, especially the face. They then created and painted plaster
masks.

The 6th grade students in Ms. Panzica photography class used digital cameras on loan from the Florida Museum
of Photographic Arts. She taught the boys photo 101 basics using perspective and exploring subject matter. The
students then used a photo-editing program to change or enhance the photographs.

Several students worked with Sean Manning of St. Pete Clay on various styles of clay work from hand sculpture
ceramic to throwing clay on the wheel. Several ceramic pieces were also in the exhibit.
