Melynda Neal, co-chair of 
the CAC, said the topic of 
gossip and rumor control 
is one many on campus 
have expressed interest 
in.  The talk, called “Mind 
Your Business: Rumors 
and Confidentiality in the 
Workplace,” follows last 
month’s Lunch and Learn 
on the subject of stress in 
the workplace. 

According to Beth 
Weissenberger of the 
Handel Group, writing on 
BusinessWeek.com, 
rumors and gossip can 
serious damage 
organizations.  “To be 
clear, when I say 

workplace gossip, I don't 
mean who had drinks with 
whom last night. I'm 
referring to talk between 
co-workers, managers, 
and executives about 
work-related matters to 
someone who can't do 
anything about it… 

“I know that workplace 
gossip is the norm. The 
tendency to complain is 
human. So what's the big 
deal? 

“Workplace gossip is 
unproductive. It breeds 
resentment and becomes 
a roadblock to effective 
communication and 
collaboration.” 
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It may sound like a 

harmless, unavoidable 

by-product of corporate 

life, but don't be 

fooled: Left unchecked, 

gossip can wreak havoc 

on company morale 

and efficiency.

On April 29, 2010, graduation 
ceremonies will be held for 85 students 
who have successfully completed the 
HCC Fire Academy. 

The graduation ceremonies will 
recognize the achievements of the 
graduates of Academies 2009-09, 
2009-10, 2010-01 and 2010-02. 

The fire academy consists of 450 
contact hours of intensive classroom 
and physical training that, when 
successfully completed, prepares the 
student to sit for the Florida Firefighters 
Certification exam. 

Graduates of the course underwent 
training that included the study of fire 
behavior, firefighting tactics and

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operations, and safety and survival 
practices. They also underwent 
specialized training in hazardous 
material incident procedures, wildland 
firefighting, and motor vehicle crash 
extrication. 

Upon successful completion of the 
state certification exam, these men and 
women will be eligible for employment 
as an entry level firefighter at any fire 
department in the state of Florida as 
well as many other states in the U.S. 

The graduation ceremonies is set for 
April 29 from 1pm-2:30pm, and from 
3pm-4:30pm in the Performing Arts 
Building Mainstage (YPAB)  HCC Ybor
