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READ ME FIRST

1. What is EAP?

EAP means English for Academic Purposes. There are six levels of EAP courses. Levels one through four are non-credit courses, and there are four courses at each level, Grammar, Reading, Writing, and Speech and Listening. Levels five and six are college credit courses, Reading and Reading Lab, Writing and Writing Lab. At this time students can start taking a limited number of other college credit courses. 
Today, every community college in Florida uses the same course numbers for EAP courses.

2. What are EAP courses?

EAP courses are courses for non-native speakers of English who need to improve their English for college, university, and work.

3. Can I take EAP courses?

You may take EAP courses if you are a high school graduate (either U.S. or foreign) or have passed the GED (if you are not a high school graduate).

You must also be a green card resident (resident alien) or citizen whose native language is not English. If you are not a resident alien or naturalized citizen, you must be a foreign student with an I-20 visa to study at HCC.

4. When are EAP courses offered?

EAP courses are offered during the fall semester (August – December), the spring semester (January – May), and the summer semester (May – June). Courses last for 16 weeks, except for the summer semester which lasts 7 weeks.

5. How do I start?

First you must fill out an application on line. This enters you into the HCC computer system.
Apply for financial aid (optional).   Two weeks later, go to the Financial Aid Office and complete the Student Acknowledgement Form.

You will receive a letter of acceptance from HCC with his ID student number.

Register for Orientation via internet.

Take the placement test in the Test Center, Student Services Building, Room 306.  They are open Monday through Thursday from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m., Fridays from 8 a.m.-4:00 p.m. and Saturdays  from 9 a.m.-1 p.m.   See a counselor or go to Dr. Lono’s Office to receive authorization to take the test.

You will receive an envelope with your scores.  Please take it to a counselor or to Dr. Lono’s office to register in the appropriate level.
You don’t need to take the test if you know very little English.  Register on line in Level I.

Attend the Orientation session where you will also be helped to register in the EAP courses.

Register in the Admissions Office-


Present your immigration card, driver’s license and the registration of your car.  The last 
two documents have to have a date of a year prior to the date of the first day of classes of 
the semester in which you are going to study.

Present your high school transcript or your GED.  Your transcript has to be translated and 
evaluated.  If you don’t have the translation and evaluation, you can register for one 
semester only.


Pay $20 registration fee.


Present the Course Selection Form and pay for the courses.

6. How do I know what level I will be in?

After turning in your application and paying the $20 application fee, go to the TESTING CENTER (located in the Student Services Building, Room 306  and take a placement test called the ACCUPLACER ESL or LOEP (Levels of English Proficiency). When you finish the test, go to  a counselor or to Dr. Lono’s office (Library Building, third floor, room 313) to find your level.
No appointment is necessary.

If you have never studied English before and want to start in Level 1, you do not need to take the placement test. Instead, go directly to a counselor, to Dr. Lono’s office, or register for level 1 courses on line.
7.  How do I register for courses?

After completing steps 5 and 6 above, go directly to a counselor ot to Dr. Lono’s office where Dr. Lono and her assistant will help you register.
8. Will I receive college credit?

Levels 1-4 do not receive college credit.

Levels 5-6 receive elective college credit.

9. Do I have to finish the program?

Yes and no.

After successfully finishing level 4, you may take the CPT (college placement test) at the TESTING CENTER. If you pass, you can begin regular college courses.

If you do not pass the CPT, then you must finish levels 5 and 6.

10. Do I have to apply to HCC again to be accepted as a regular student? 
No. Once you have passed the CPT or successfully completed level 6, you may begin regular college courses.

11. How much will it cost?

Currently, Florida residents pay $282.96 per course ($94.32 per credit).  Non-Florida residents pay $1033.92 per course ($344.64 per credit).

12. How do I become a Florida resident? 
First, you must have lived in Florida for one full year and be able to prove it. Requirements are included on your application form.  See list of documents in the HCC Web site.
13. Is financial aid available?

Yes. Financial aid is available but it is your responsibility to apply. You must fill out a financial aid form call the FAFSA available on the internet at www.fafsa.ed.gov. Many students qualify. Once you have filled out this form, go to the Financial Aid office (Library Building, first floor) and find out whether you qualify.

14. How do I finish the university?

Once you graduate from HCC, you will automatically be accepted at USF as well as other Florida universities. See a counselor for dates and procedures.
