COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

This course focuses on acute health care problems experienced by adult and geriatric patients. Nursing leadership, decision-making and management theory and practice are also presented. Within the framework of the nursing process students are expected to apply, analyze, synthesize and evaluate current and previously learned information to provide care to patients with complex health care needs. Curriculum threads of growth and development, cultural diversity, nutritional therapies, pharmacologic treatment, communication, patient education, legal/ethical considerations and computer literacy are included within the content presented during the course.  Clinical experiences complement theoretical content and include a portion of the required clinical hours spent with an assigned preceptor.

CLASSROOM EVALUATION:

Paper and pencil examinations, a medication/dosage calculation test, quizzes, computer time, attending a professional organization meeting, completing community service and group projects along with the completion of two standardized tests (HESI) are utilized to evaluate theoretical knowledge as presented in class and through directed independent study.

Examinations are based on the behavioral objectives in your text, lecture notes and learning activities. Short answer quizzes will be based on lecture and reading assignments.  The medication/dosage calculation test will be given the first week of class.  A grade of 80% is needed to pass medications in the clinical areas.
A minimum grade of 80% is required to pass this course.  There are NO re​take examinations or extra credit assignments.  An automatic 10% reduction in the available points will be deducted for any examination or quiz that is taken at a time other than the scheduled date.   A missed examination or quiz must be rescheduled with the faculty and taken within 7 days of original test date.  It is strongly encouraged to review your examinations or quizzes within the week taken otherwise the grade will be considered as correct and will stand as posted/recorded.

CHEATING / ACADEMIC DISHONESTY:  ANY STUDENT FOUND CHEATING WILL RECEIVE AN “F” FOR THE COURSE.  FURTHER DISCIPLINE OR DISSMISSAL FROM THE PROGRAM MAY ALSO OCCUR.
CLINICAL EVALUATION:

Students are required to attend all scheduled clinical sessions.  This includes those with your clinical instructor and your preceptor.   You are expected to make - up any clinical hours missed.   You will need to make arrangements with a nursing faculty member to complete the hours missed on a space available basis.  A list of clinical faculty along with their contact information will be available if needed.  NOTE:  Three tardies constitute one absence.  Arriving more than 45 minutes to a clinical experience late constitutes an absence.  More than one absence in the laboratory and/or clinical area in a clinical course will constitute failure of the clinical component and therefore the course.  Students who will be absent from the clinical areas are responsible for notifying the appropriate persons of their absence personally (clinical instructor and/or preceptor, unit).

Clinical performance will be evaluated as satisfactory or unsatisfactory as determined by meeting the clinical objectives.   If the clinical grade is unsatisfactory, the course grade will be "F".  Students must pass both clinical and theory to complete this course, successfully.  One grade will be awarded for the course.  NOTE:   A student who is not achieving a passing grade in theory may be removed from the concurrent clinical component at the discretion of the faculty member(s) responsible for theory and clinical.

Individual conferences between student, instructor and preceptor will keep you informed of the on-going progress of clinical performance.  Each clinical instructor will establish with each group the method to be utilized in collecting the data which will form the clinical evaluation (ex.   nursing care plans, anecdotal logs, etc.).  A portion of the clinical evaluation will be completed by your assigned preceptor.   Copies of the clinical evaluation tool, clinical objectives, student - self and/or preceptor evaluation tool and student clinical evaluation tool will be available the first week of class.

ATTENDANCE:

Class attendance is strongly recommended.  Refer to the HCC College Catalog for Veterans' attendance policy and withdrawal procedures.  Refer to the HCC Catalog and the Nursing Student Handbook regarding withdrawal procedure.

Students are required to attend all clinical sessions.   The policy regarding attendance in the clinical area is outlined above and in the Student Nurse's Handbook.  Failure to meet requirements of clinical sessions will result in failure for the course.  The student may apply for re-admission in accordance with the Nursing Program policy.  Retracking into the program requires that you make an appointment for your degree completion plan with the Program Manager.

MATERIALS GIVEN STUDENTS:
The course syllabus and class schedule will be distributed during the first class period and/or available online.  Handouts will be given out as appropriate.  Course materials will also be posted in the shared files for the course.  Care plan forms and Scantrons may be purchased from the bookstore and are the responsibility of the student.  Supplementary materials are also to be purchased from the bookstore.

ASSIGNMENTS:

A.    Classroom - Each chapter of the text contains learning objectives to guide the student in meeting the specific course objectives.  Lecture content objectives will provide a framework for studying the course content. Students are expected to read the required text(s) and professional journal articles prior to the class session scheduled for each chapter. Viewing the audio-visual aids in the learning center and using the CAI software in the nursing computer lab is both helpful and a necessary adjunct to the classroom lectures.

B.
Clinical - Clinical/laboratory days are designated on the calendar for this course.  Students will be assigned select medical-surgical patients experiencing health care problems correlating to current classroom teaching.  Your responsibilities as a student will be determined by your classroom and clinical instructors.  Your leadership experience will be a collaborative experience directed in concert by the student and preceptor in order for the student to coordinate care for a group of patients prioritizing and appropriately delegating responsibility.  Your responsibilities as a student are:

1.
You will obtain your patient assignment which will be posted on the hospital unit.  You will be expected to provide care for a minimum of two patients each day.

2.
Preparation  for  this  assignment  includes  review  of  patient information,  history,  pathology,  medication,  procedures  and assessment.  Inadequate preparation as determined by your clinical instructor will result in dismissal from the clinical area which will count as an absence.  Safe client care cannot be given without adequate preparation.
3.
Students are expected to report for duty appropriately dressed according to the college nursing uniform dress code, and be ON TIME.
4.
If you are late or will be absent, you are responsible for notifying the hospital in a manner designated by your clinical instructor.

5.
Students must wear photo identification badge and name tags for all clinical activity.
6.
Cell phones are not allowed in the clinical area.  They are considered to be a HIPPA violation.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

At the completion of this course, the student will demonstrate the ability to:

Discuss the physiology, etiology, and medical management of complex health problems occurring in adults.

Justify the use of the nursing process and nursing diagnosis in planning and determining needs of individual/groups with problems related to course content.

Design a plan of care with emphasis on developmental stages for patients with selected needs.

Integrate the effects of cultural diversity on the care of selected patients.

5.
Discuss different diagnostic tests used in identifying, selected complex health problems.

6.
Construct a plan to meet the nutritional need appropriate for patients with complex health problems.

7.
Determine the most appropriate nursing interventions in selecting medications used in the care of patients with complex health problems.

8.
Analyze and discuss verbal and nonverbal communication.

9.
Organize teaching plans to determine high priority needs of patients with selected deficits.

10.
Interrelate the ethical and legal issues involved in the care of patients with complex health problems.

11.
Apply principles of medical and surgical asepsis in health care settings.

12.
Select material appropriate for course content on computer assisted learning.

13.
Analyze community-based resources when planning care for patients.

14.
Identify the varied nursing roles in the health care delivery system. 
CLINICAL OBJECTIVES:

1.
Formulate, execute and evaluate nursing care plans for assigned patients with complex health problems.

2.
Manage the care for a group of patients at various developmental stages.

3.
Manage the care of patients of various cultural backgrounds.

4.
Design a plan of instruction for patients and significant others in meeting appropriate nutritional needs.

5.
Administer medication utilizing the 5 Rights of Medication Administration.

6.
Evaluate verbal and nonverbal forms of communication in caring for a group of patients and their significant others and in collaboration with health team members.

7.
Formulate, implement and evaluate teaching plans developed for assigned patients.

8.
Interrelate responsibility regarding ethical and legal issues in health care delivery.

9.
Continue to utilize computer generated data in care of patients with complex health problems.

10.
Manage the total care of a minimum of three patients.

11.
Perform the following skills competently in the nursing lab and/or clinical facility:

· Head to Toe Assessment

· IV insertion

· IVPB administration

· SIM - man assessment

· Identification of self retaining catheters

· Application of monitoring devices for telemetry

· Identification of basic EKG rhythms

· Central line dressing changes


12.   Accept the role of the beginning professional nurse by demonstrating ability to apply theoretical learning to patient care situations utilizing critical thinking skills to recognize and resolve patient care problems. Also by the development of professional role behaviors (reporting clinical data in a timely manner; organization in the clinical setting; appropriate prioritization, time management, and delegation activities;  effective communication with patients and staff; maintaining patient confidentiality; respect for patient integrity; discussion of ethical issues; assumption of responsibility and accountability for own actions and demonstration of an enthusiastic attitude toward nursing).

Act as a witness to signing of documents (surgical permits, will, etc.)

Give any medications IV push.

Add anticoagulant or insulin to IV solutions.

7.
Insert or remove intestinal decompression tubes.(Miller-Abbott, Cantor)

8.
Insert or remove small lumen intestinal feeding tubes such as the Dobhoff feeding tube.

9.
Hang or infuse blood or blood products, verify identification of clients having a specimen drawn for type and cross or to receive blood or blood products. 
10.
Debride wounds when this involves the use of forceps, scissors and/or surgical knives.

Addendum regarding limited access programs, Fall 2007

Limited access programs

DISMISSAL: If a student receives a grade less than “C” in a program required course, the Program Manager will advise the Dean of Health, Wellness & Sports Technologies.   If this is the first grade less than “C”, the student will be dismissed from the program, but may be allowed to retrack back into the program on a space available basis upon the recommendation of the program manager. When the student receives a second grade less than “C”, the student will be permanently dismissed from the program. If the student will be allowed to retrack into the program, the letter will notify the student of the need to make an appointment with the Program Manager to receive an educational plan.  The educational plan will identify specific date(s) on which a student must indicate his or her intent to seek readmission to the program and details of any educational activities the student may need to complete prior to or during the term in which he/she is readmitted. Failure to complete the educational plan will (a) result in denial of readmission or (b) dismissal from the program for the student who had educational activities to complete during the first term of readmission.

WITHDRAWAL: A student who does not successfully complete the first term of a health science program and withdraws from a program required course or the program must seek readmission to the program as a new student. A student who withdraws from a program required course or a health science program subsequent to completion of the first term may apply for readmission. A student who withdraws must notify the Program Manager in writing of his/her withdrawal on the same date that s(he) submits the official college course withdrawal form. 

READMISSION (RETRACKING): A student can be readmitted into a limited access program only once. 

A student who has received only one program required course grade less than “C”, been dismissed from a health science program, and has been recommended by the program manager for retracking back into the program may apply for readmission to the same program only one time. The student must meet with the Program Manager to assure compliance with any educational plan.  The readmission date cannot exceed one calendar year (12 months) from the date of dismissal. The student must provide evidence that (s)he has successfully completed those educational activities the student was required to complete prior to being granted readmission.  The student whose educational plan required educational activities to be completed during the first term of readmission will be dismissed at the end of the first term if the student fails to comply with the requirements of the educational plan. 
The Dean of Health, Wellness & Sports Technologies may grant readmission to the student whose educational plan has been completed or to the student who is in complete compliance with an educational plan requiring completion of educational activities during the first term of readmission on a space available basis.

In order to seek readmission if the student withdraws, the student must meet with the Program Manager to assure compliance with any restrictions for readmission.  The readmission date cannot exceed one calendar year (12 months) from the date of dismissal. Readmission may be granted to the student who withdraws from a health science program and meets all of the guidelines as set forth in this procedure for seeking readmission on a space available basis.

READMISSIONS APPEAL: A student who is denied readmission to a program may appeal the decision in accordance with the following guidelines:

The applicant will be required to meet with a counselor prior to submitting a written request for an appeal. A legitimate basis for appeal must include one of the following compelling circumstances:

An institutional error that disadvantaged the applicant in her/his competition for admission or readmission:  examples - receipt or evaluation of a transcript, the calculation of GPA, notification of status of application, inaccurate information.

An extenuating circumstance beyond the student's control that disadvantaged the applicant in her/his competition for admission or readmission: such as; extensive illness of applicant or a family member, death in the immediate family, destruction of home due to fire or hurricane or equivalent force of nature.

Any student who has withdrawn or has received a grade less than “C” in one program required course is denied readmission by the Dean of Health, Wellness & Sports Technologies, the student may pursue an appeal as is specified above.

AFFILIATE AGENCY’S POLICIES: In addition to required drug testing at the time of admission into a health science or nursing program, an affiliate agency may request that a student submit to a drug test based on their agency drug testing policies.  If the affiliate agency has reasonable suspicion that a student is either impaired, has used or is using illegal drugs and/or alcohol, the student will be requested to provide the program manager with a copy of these drug test results.  Failure of the student to notify the program manager shall be grounds for dismissal from the program.

TUTORING: Each of the four campuses provides peer tutoring services to students during regular college business hours. Any enrolled student is eligible for tutorial services. Peer tutors provide academic assistance to student across a broad spectrum of academic subjects. Dale Mabry Campus tutoring center can be reached at (813) 253-7286. STUDY GROUPS: 
The College offers the College Success course to help students become better learners and to get the most out of their college experience.
