GROUP V NATURAL SCIENCE (6-8 HOURS)

The General Education Science requirement must be met through
one of three options:

Option 1: Student selects at least one course in biological science
and one course in physical science. Selection must include at least
one lecture course with a co-requisite lab. 7 credit hours

Option 2: Student selects a biological science course with its
co-requisite lab and a physical science course with its co-requisite
lab. 8 credit hours

Option 3: Student selects a two-part integrated natural science
course sequence, which cover biological and physical science
objectives.

Due to the integrated approach that this course sequence
employs, the student must successfully complete both courses

for either of the courses to count toward general education
science. If a student completes only one of the two courses,

the course completed will only count as elective credit.

IEROUP VI ELECTIVES (24 HOURS)

Community College students are encouraged to complete the
AA degree prior to transferring to a university. Students are
also encouraged to choose a specific major in order to take
the appropriate courses at HCC for that intended major. Many
university programs require the completion of specific courses
prior to acceptance.

While not required to graduate from HCC, students must
complete two years of foreign language in high school or 8-10
semester hours of college foreign language in order to
graduate from a state university.

The following courses may be applied toward your degree at
institution where you plan to transfer. It is the student's
responsibility to contact the institution to ensure transferability.
