He
introduced Mr. Randy Coen, Vice President/Principle Manager, Planning & Transportation
Services, and Mr. Mark Gentry, AIClP-Senior Planner, with WilsonMiller, who reviewed the
study with the Board.

Mr. Gentry explained that there are three (3) specific properties associated with the Dale Mabry
Campus that have feasibility development opportunities. They are the:

¯ WT Edwards site
¯ Borden site
¯ Dale Mabry Campus front yard

Mr. Gentry reported that this study provides the College with the information/tool to use when
speaking with potential vendors regarding specific properties.

The Board expressed an interest in visiting the RDV Sportsplex in Orlando to obtain ideas for
the WT Edwards site and asked Dr. Stephenson to coordinate a tour of this facility for the
Board.

Dr. Stephenson explained that the College to come back to the Board with recommendations on
the next step this project. She indicated that she would like to bring a consultant on board full-
time to work on the development of this plan and the development of an RFQ to achieve the
College’s vision in a phase process.

Dr. Stephenson reported that staff is currently working with the CRA to include the Dale Mabry
Campus’ front yard in the plan and that the she will be attending the Hillsborough County
Commission Meeting on August 6th when this item comes up for discussion.

Msl Flaig clarified that on July 1, 2002, the Board approved a 2% increase for
administrators and non,represented personnel. In addition, on January 1,
2003, the represented personnel received a 4% increase .and the non-
represented personnel received a 2% increase. However, the administrators
did not receive a raise on January 1, 2003.

Ms. Watkins inquired about the status of the additional salary survey that the
Human Resources Council. had been awaiting information from Edison
Community College so that the report could be finalized.

Ms. Flaig explained that the Human Resources Council will be reviewing this
survey at their September meeting..

Dr. Stephenson advised that Ms. Flaig, as a Chair of the Human Resources
Council, has taken on the responsibility of this survey for the Council and that
the Council is committed to finalizing this survey.
